Primary Function:

To plan, organize and implement a developmentally appropriate Physical Education program as designed by
the Oregon Physical Education Core Standards in conjunction with the policies of the Klamath County School
District.

The goal of the Physical Education program is the development of a physically-educated person, one who
knows the benefits from involvement in physical activity, values physical activity and its contributions to a
healthy lifestyle and who has learned skills necessary to perform a variety of physical activities, is physically fit,
and participates regularly in physical activity.

Physical ability to adhere to OSHA and district safety regulations. Work within the district’s communicable
disease control plan (blood borne pathogens) and be aware of the existence and potential exposure to
hazardous chemicals as identified on the SDS sheets. Responsibilities include student safety and security.
